LOUISIANA PEACE CORPS ASSOCIATION
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ARTICLE I: NAME

The name of this association is the Louisiana Peace Corps Association ("LPCA"), located in the State of Louisiana.

ARTICLE Il: OBJECTS

The Objects of the LPCA are to:

Promote the mission and goals of the Peace Corps both in the United States and abroad.
Promote charitable, cultural, educational, scientific, and social exchange and interaction
between returned Peace Corps Volunteers and the community at large for the purpose of
promoting cooperation, understanding and goodwill.

Promote the mission and goals of the National Peace Corps Association (NPCA).

ARTICLE Ill: BASIC POLICIES

The following are the Basic Policies of the LPCA:

SECTION 1.

The LPCA shall be noncommercial, nonsectarian and nonpartisan.

The LPCA shall not discriminate on the basis of race, nationality, religion, gender, age or
sexual orientation.

The name of the LPCA or the names of any members in their official capacities shall not be
used to endorse or promote a commercial or political concern or in connection with any

- partisan interest or for any purpose not appropriately related to promotion of the Objects of the

LPCA.

Upon the dissolution of the LPCA, after paying or adequately providing for the debts and
obligations of the LPCA, the remaining assets shall be distributed to one or more nonprofit
funds, foundations or organizations which have established their tax exempt status under
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE IV - MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

Membership in the LPCA shall be made available to any individual who subscribes to the Objects and Basic
Policies of the LPCA.

SECTION 2.

Each active member of the LPCA shall pay annual dues as established by the executive board.

SECTION 1.

The annual dues shall include a portion payable to the NPCA.

The NPCA's portion of the dues paid by each member to the LPCA shall be set aside by the
LPCA for the NPCA and remitted monthly to the NPCA.

Remittances to the NPCA shall be accompanied by a statement showing the name and address
of each member paying such national dues.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION

Each officer of the LPCA shall be a member of the LPCA.
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
